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ABSTRACT

The paper should start with an abstract of approximately 200 words, summarizing the objective, contents, results, and conclusions as specifically as possible. Begin the heading of the abstract three lines below the authors and affiliation section. First, position the heading of the Abstract as a section heading on a line by itself, use 12 pt. font Arial, all capitals, flushed to the left margin, and boldfaced (not underlined). Apply style “TMCE Heading of Abstract”. Use 11 pt. font Times New Roman bold for the text of the Abstract. Use font type italic to distinguish it from the other parts of the text. Apply style “TMCE Abstract body”. Use one paragraph only for the abstract. The spacing is 6 pt. before and zero (0) pt. after.

Keywords

The abstract must be followed by 5-6 keywords related to the main topics of the paper. Separate the subsequent keywords by comma and do not use a full stop or comma after the last keyword. Use only Upper Case where necessary. Position the heading of the Keywords as a section heading on a line by itself, use 12 pt. font Arial, all capitals, flushed to the left margin, and boldfaced (not underlined). Use style “TMCE Heading of Keywords/References”. Use 11 pt. font Times New Roman regular for the words separated by comma. Use style “TMCE Body text”.
1. Introduction

Prepare your final text following the instructions given here. This TMCE paper preparation format is adapted from ASME guidelines in MS-4. Start the text with a comprehensive introduction in order to clarify the topic and the environment of your work. Each completed manuscript including the figures and tables should not exceed twelve pages (12).

1.1. How to use this template?

The TMCE template for MS Word contains approx. fifteen predefined styles dedicated to title, headings, body text etc. to set your TMCE paper according to the formatting requirements. We would like to kindly ask you to use these styles instead of applying individual settings of your paper. If you use other text editor, please study the detailed formatting instructions specified in this document.

1.2. Title of paper

The title should be brief, descriptive and expressive. Center the title. Use 13 pt. font Arial, all capital. Avoid starting titles with articles or prepositions. Spell out acronyms unless they are widely known. Use 12 pt. spacing from the top margin. Use style “TMCE TITLE”
1.3. Authors and affiliations

Use one column section for authors and affiliations. Center the names and affiliations of the authors below the main title of the paper. Set 12 pt. before the first author. Use style “TMCE First Author”. List the authors separately if their affiliation is different. If there are more than two co-authors with the same affiliation, list the co-authors one under the other. Note that the first author should always be separated. Skip 12 pt. spacing between co-authors and affiliation/address blocks. Omit titles or degrees such as Dr., Prof., Ph.D., etc. Use 11 pt. font Arial, regular, for the co-authors “TMCE_Co-authors” and 9 pt. font Arial, regular, for affiliation/addresses “TMCE_Affiliation”.

1.4. Electronic submission of paper

Your paper including figures, tables, and references should be written in English. Please upload your paper to the conference management system according to the instructions on the website. Hardcopies cannot be accepted. Whichever desktop publishing system you use, format your paper according to this template and submit it either as an Adobe PDF file (for review) or as a Microsoft Word document (final version).

Be sure that all fonts are enclosed with the .DOC file. When submitting your paper in PDF you must take care that all fonts used are embedded. In order to generate a PDF with embedded fonts: open the distiller press CONTROL+J - job options fonts - embed all fonts. Make sure that the box "never embed" does not contain fonts. You can also check the following site which deals with the subject:

If you want to check yourself whether or not fonts are embedded you can download a free trial version of Pitstop (a program that is used to check PDF's) from the Enfocus website.

2. Manuscript Content

2.1. Arrangement

The content of the paper should be in the following order:

· Title of the paper

· Author names and affiliation

· Abstract

· Keywords

· Introduction

· Exposition of content Sections
· Discussion

· Conclusion

· Acknowledgments

· Nomenclature

· References

· Appendices

2.2. Format and typing instructions

Please use A4 size (210 mm x 297 mm). All text, figures and tables need to be in the type area of 17.3 x 23.7 cm. On each page leave margins as follows: 16 mm on left, 16 mm on right, 30 mm on top and 30 mm on bottom sides and 5 mm mirrored gutter.

The paper should be written in two columns except the title block. Please, set 6 mm distance between the two columns. Use approximately 65 - 70 mm for title block. Article title, authors, names, and heading should be treated as specified above. Fill pages as completely as possible. However, avoid having the last line of a paragraph as the first line of a page. Instead, move the next two lines to the top of the next page. Also avoid making the first line of a paragraph or a section/subsection heading as the last line of a page. 

2.3. Nomenclature

List the nomenclature in alphabetical order. List English letters followed by Greek symbols followed by subscripts and superscripts last as shown below:

Fn =
force

When typing complicated mathematical text it is important to increase the space between text lines in order to prevent sub/super-script fonts overlapping one another and making your printed matter illegible.

2.4. Section heading

Use separate section for each bigger contextual unit. Use relevant brief titles for the sections. If needed, break up sections into subsections. Section principal heading must be 12-pt. font Arial, all capital letters. Use “TMCE HEADING1”. Type content on a separate line, flush it to the left column border and use hanging by 7.5 mm (no underline). Number the sections sequentially (i.e., 1, 2, 3, ...). Use 12 pt. spacing before the section principal headings. Alignment is left. Do not number the headings for Acknowledgements and References.
2.5. Sub-headings

Subheadings should be small letters, font Arial, with initial capital letters for the first word. Use 12 pt. spacing before the section sub-headings. Use “TMCE Heading2”. Number the subsections according to the following example: Subsection 3.1. represents the first subsection of Section 3.; Section 3.2.1. is a Paragraph of Subsection 3.2. For Section 3.2.1. “TMCE Heading3” should only be used when it is necessary. Note that this heading is not numbered.
2.6. Paragraphs

For the regular text in the paragraphs, use 11-pt. font Times New Roman, regular. Use single spacing between lines and set the alignment to ‘justified’. Use 6 pt. spacing before, and zero (0) line spacing after the paragraphs. Indentation is zero. Use “TMCE body text”. Set to italic those words that are principal words in your text.

3. Typing Requirement

3.1. Acronyms

For the first occurrence (other than for commonly used acronyms such as CAE, AI, CDR, etc.), spell out each word followed by the acronym in parentheses, e.g., skeleton based modeling (SBM) or video conference protocol (VCP).

3.2. Equations
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Type all equations. Flush the body of equation to left. Equations should be numbered in parentheses. Type equation numbers in Arabic numerals in parentheses flush with the right margin. Example:
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Number the equations consecutively. In equations SI units must be used.

4. Illustrations

4.1. Black-and-white illustrations (line art)

These should be original artwork and sized to scale. High-quality scans may be used. Illustrations containing continuous gray tones must be treated as photographs (see following sections). Insert line drawings in position on the manuscript and make all lettering, symbols, lines, etc., black and clear.

4.2. Figures and tables

Proper figure preparation is essential for optimum reproduction of line drawings and photographs. Figures must be merged into the text. The size of the manuscript page will be reduced to 81%, therefore, set the size of your figures accordingly. The letters used for text should not be less than 11 points, font Times New Roman, regular. Lettering should be clear and legible but sized to make economic use of space. Similar or related figures should of uniform size with uniform lettering. All figures should be called out in the text, and properly labeled and captioned.

Optimize (prepare) figures to fit in one column and position them in the center of column. Extra sized figures, not wider than 178 mm may be inserted. If the figures or tables do not fit into one column, they should be optimized (prepared) to be displayed over two columns (Figure 1). If the figure or the table captions do not fit on one line, format as shown in Figure 2.

Conceptual design process. The width of the picture equals to the width of one column. This caption is longer than one line (apply TMCE Figure caption style)
Use 11 pt. regular Times New Roman font, as shown in Figure 1. Use line spacing of 6 pt. above the captions, and zero (0) below the captions. Apply the same for tables. Use “TMCE Figure Caption” style for figure captions, and “TMCE Table Caption” style for table captions. All figures and tables should be numbered consecutively, which can be achieved by using the figure and table styles of the template. Both styles generate a frame, in which the figures and tables must be placed.
5. Miscellaneous

5.1. Reference citations

References should be cited in numerical order and according to their order of appearance. They should be numbered and enclosed in brackets. 

Example: As a logical process, abstraction denotes extraction of essential details of an item or of a group of items, while ignoring inessential details [1] and allows people to deal with concepts apart from particular instances [2] [3]. … Haines and Brumm [4] and Hildebrand [5] employed the dispersion plate approach to generate full-size holographic image….

In the case of two citations, the reference numbers should be separated by a comma and a single space [6, 7]. In the case of more than two references, the numbers should be separated by a dash [8-10]. Do not use superscript numbers for reference citations. Note that in the case of three or more authors, only the last name of the first author is cited and the others are denoted by et al. 

5.2. Manuscript alterations

If you must make revisions to your manuscript after submitting, upload the revised version to the conference management system.
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Appendices

Appendices should follow the acknowledgments but precede the references.
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List references at the end of the paper in alphabetical order according to the last name of the first-named author. Please use the APA specification format for citing the papers (can be copied from Google Scholar and completed, if needed. Use 10 pt. font Times New Roman for the references. Alignment is justified, hanging is 5 mm. Use style “TMCE_References”. 
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
